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These bowls are made using the traditional Japanese
technique of lacquerware known as Negoro Lacquer.
Layers of colored urushi lacquer are applied over a base of
white urushi lacquer which is then brushed to reveal the
white layers below, a technique that gives each piece its
unique texture and depth. Perfect for your favorite soups,
stews, miso soup, or Japanese simmered nimono dishes.
A colorful addition to any table.
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Precautions when using lacquerware products

® Please wash thoroughly before use. ® Depending on one’s
physical condition, urushi lacquer may cause a skin rash for
some people. ®m Not for use in ovens, microwave ovens,
dishwashers, or dish dryers. Do not leave in direct sunlight,
overly dry or high humidity environments. To do so may cause
deformation, discoloration, and/or mold. ® Please wash with
mild detergent and a soft cloth or sponge. m Do not use a
scrubbing brush, cleanser, scrubber sponge, etc. as it will
damage the surface of the lacquer. ® Please discontinue use if
it becomes chipped or cracked.

How to care for your lacquerware

® Do not soak in hot water for prolonged periods of time. Wash
and dry as soon as possible after use, and lightly polish with a
soft, dry cloth. ® If you are concerned about the smell of new
lacquerware, simply place it in a rice bin for a few days or wipe
it with diluted vinegar. ®f rice grains become stuck to the
inside the bowl, simply fill with hot water and leave for 10
minutes. The rice grains will absorb the water, loosen from the
surface, and will wash easily away.

As these bowls are individually handmade, there may be slight
differences in colors and patterns.
